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Fergana Valley is one of the most favourite places of the Republic, which brought up many generations of talented artists, painters, musicians, etc. To name some famous figures : national dancer Mukkaram Turgunbaeva, singer Tamat Khanum, actress Lutfikhon Sarimskova, national songs singer Mamurjon Usakov. Each city, each part of Fergana region is famous for its own world of art different from others. 


Now public attention is drawn to the development of art amateur performance, attraction of young generation to such cultural establishments, as clubs, singing and dancing ensembles, national and doll theatres and others. Popular ensembles, which were professionally growing in course of time, receive a rank of “national ensemble”. The region has 33 such ensembles. They are “Anor”, “Zebo” from Kuva region, “Raykhon” from Tashlak region, a folklore-ethnographic ensemble “Kabutar” from Ahunbabaev region, “People’s philarmonic society” from Fergana city, where includes children’s dancing ensemble “Rainbow”, dancing ensemble “Solnishko”, modern ensemble of ball dance “Duet” and others. 


High popularity among Fergana city inhabitants gained national theatres from Besharik region and “Nurhon” theatre from Marguilan city. The troupe of these theatres consists of ordinary workers and students. The repertoire of the theatres consists of performances staged under both Uzbek and foreign writers. 


With the purpose of preservation, development and promotion of national values among the youth, attention is given to attraction of young talents in such national ensembles, as “Kukon Minori”. This ensemble has absorbed the best traditions of rope walking art, which exists in Uzbekistan for many years. Fergana rope walkers have decided to establish a school that will help them not only to preserve original old techniques of this complex art, but also to develop it further up to professional level. 


New ensembles are created too. They are traditional circus ensemble “Polvon”, which means Strong Man. The purpose of this ensemble is to collect forgotten elements of national street games, as kurash wrestling, weight lifting – asklya, rope games an others. Continuing traditions of such national performances, the “Polvon” ensemble tries to perform on the open air, collecting many spectators. 


Song is an integral part of Uzbek people’s life. All household customs, field work is accompanied by singing music. There is such a genre of singing as makom. This complex singing is performed sometimes with musical support, sometimes without. Almost all national singing and dancing ensembles try to include this kind of singing in their repertoire. Because such singing speaks about the ensemble’s high art level. There is an ensemble, which completely devoted its activity to deep study of this complex kind of singing. It is national ensemble of makomists named after Rasulkori Mamadaliev, one of the talented makomists of Uzbekistan. With the purpose of continuation and addition of new traditions of makom, circles of the young makomists are opened. Such a circle “Korakuzim”, which means “My Black Eyed”, exists at Kokand music school 17, where young makom singers of 10-12 years old master their art. They perform at large-scaled events, large celebrations such as Uzbekistan Independence Day celebration, Vavrus holiday and others. 


The Fergana earth is generous for talents and crafts. Traders came to Fergana along the Great Silk Road, they wanted to buy world-known Marguilan atlas adras, bekasam and other natural silks. And even now walking along Marguilan’s modern streets one can encounter a home where the craftsmen weave these famous silks in ancient way. 


It is not a secret that every corner of our region is unique for its crafts originality. Any visitor does not leave without a symbolical gift from Rishtan or Kuvasay city – a clay jug, or a teapot or a dish. There is an old story, which says that when Allah distributed the wealth to the mortal ones, Rishtan was given only muddy, dirty water. But deposit of this water was unique , the clay taken of this water was a substance for such unique products, and people of this region became rich due to their craft, also has become very famous in the world. Certainly, it is just a story, but the truth is that Rishtan people keep the traditions of their ancestors, glorifying its region by the unique craft and gold hands of the craftsmen.        
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
